Topic:  Our topic for this term is Invaders and Settlers, “Boudica’s Revolt”. Nov: World War I.  Exploring technological advances.  If you have any related books/ artefacts/resources at home, it would be great if your child could bring them in to school. 











PE: Taught by specialist Sports Coaches and Class Teachers. Named PE Kit should be in school Monday to Friday. Plimsolls for indoor PE sessions and trainers for outdoor are expected. Homework:


Children are expected to read 5x per week for 20 mins.  This should be recorded in their Homework Planner and signed weekly by a parent/adult.  Homework for Maths and English are given out on a Monday and due in on Thursday.  Spelling lists are set weekly Homework should take no longer than 20 minutes or longer if a child is happy to continue.  On occasion, science, topic or art homework may be given as well as Spellodrome or online tasks.  We encourage parents to support their child with their learning as much as possible. 





Essentials/Daily Kit/Planner:
