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Tigers
Tigers are the largest cats in the world. It is most recognisable for its dark vertical stripes on orange-brown fur. It is a predator, primarily preying on animals such as deer and wild boar. Every month the population of tigers is decreasing, and the endangered species could go extinct. Its lifespan is 10 – 15 years in the wild they can run up to 49 – 65 km/h for an adult, in short bursts and they are carnivores and cannot be trusted around humans. Tigers are solitary hunters, and generally search for food alone at night. They quietly stalk their prey until they are close enough to pounce – then they kill their victim with a bite to the neck or back of the head their victims are usually deer, wild pigs, antelope and buffalo. Wild tigers live in Asia. Larger subspecies, such as the Siberian tiger, tend to live in northern, colder areas, such as eastern Russia and north-eastern China. Smaller subspecies live in southern, warmer countries, such as India, Bangladesh, Nepal, Bhutan, Myanmar, Laos, Cambodia, Vietnam, Malaysia and Indonesia. [image: ]
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
