	To explore how to create reflections of cityscapes on water.

Extension activity: Provide children with Asian Building Images. Children cut out and glue each building onto some white paper, one at a time. Ensure they leave space underneath each building to draw its reflection.
Provide children with mirrors and ask them to use it to draw the exact reflection of each building.
They then need to draw a mirror line at the bottom of the original drawing. Ask them to place the mirror at the top of the picture and angle it onto the picture. Hold the mirror in that position; while they draw the reflection, (this could be done in pairs).
 Children to shade or colour the buildings on both sides so the reflection is an exact mirror image.
