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You can also use
photography to create
a self-portrait. Pull
different faces and
take a photo of each.
Arrange them in a
document. You can
then add colour filters
over the photos to
create a fun portrait!

What words could you use to describe
each of these different expressions?
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Whichever kind of self-portrait
you will be doing (unless you
are using a camera),
remember that it 1s important
to use a mirror and draw what

you actually see and not what
you think you see! Look
closely at the proportions of
your face and the size and
shape of your features.
