· Studies have found that those who read for pleasure have higher levels of empathy, greater self-esteem and are better able to cope with difficult situations.

Sitting down with your own book, newspaper or magazine sets a good example to kids – they will copy you – and reading together can really encourage a love of stories.

Getting started
New users of the Summer Reading Challenge website need to complete a two-part process to get signed up:
Part 1
Children can start the registration process by choosing the Join button, and entering a few details including their date of birth and a contact email for a parent or carer.
Part 2
As a parent/carer, you are required to sign up for your own Reading Agency website account. This is so they can confirm your child has permission to join the Summer Reading Challenge website.
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
