Oakfield Arts and Wellbeing Hub Latest News and Urgent Appeal October 2024

Our vision is to create an Arts and Wellbeing Hub for our school and the wider community.  It is an ambitious and much-needed project to enhance the school and local facilities to support family well-being and promote the Arts.  Currently, our old wooden huts are used to offer emotional, social and academic support and wrap-around care, but they are not sustainable. 

We have some good news and not-so-good news to share with you.  Over the summer, we applied to both the MVDC CIL fund and Your Fund Surrey for grants to support our proposed building project. 

The good news is that our local Mole Valley District councillors in Bookham, Fetcham and Leatherhead fully back our Arts and Wellbeing Hub project and have pledged £100,000 from the Community Infrastructure Levy to support this project. We understand that all the councillors from Leatherhead, Bookham and Fetcham have kindly pooled their remaining funds to make that happen. We are so grateful.

So, the not so good news is that we were not successful in being granted an award from Your Fund Surrey. We had hoped that they would be able to pledge a further £350,000 so that we could get started on the building project, but alas it’s back to the drawing board. 

We have already raised over £50,000 through fundraising by the Friends of Oakfield and our Governing Body.
